DEVOTIONS

Read: John 17:6-19.

Jesus acknowledges that his followers will remain in the world even while he is no longer
physically present. This passage reflects the adage that Christians are to be in the world but not
of the world. John 3:16 is an anchor for the Gospel of john’s approach to the world. God loves
the world. What is the world? It represents all that resists and rejects the revelation of God
through Jesus. What a contrast! We, as Jesus’ followers are to love and pray for those people
who opposé God and God's rule of the world through Jesus. This is truly a daunting challenge.
It is so great that Jesus must pray for our protection from “the evit one” {v. 15), the power that
opposes everything God stands for. lesus’ prayer includes the desire for our unity so that we
may he one in Christ. Living in a world opposed to the light, to truth, and to faith in Christ, we
are cautioned not to let that which opposes love and faith divide us.

Discuss: What do you see happening arcund you that you think may divide Jesus’ followers
through the powers of this world?

Pray: Compassionate God, we thank you for your protection and guidance for our lives; help
us to be your light and truth in a world that does not know you and Christ our Lord. Amen.
