Read John 15:26-27; 16:4b-15.

Jesus says that because he is leaving, he knows his followérs are very sad. Because of his
departure and because of the disciples” sorrow, lesus sends the Advocate, that is, the Holy
Spirit. The Greek word for advocate means someone who walks alongsnde us and can also be
translated as helper, comforter, teachier, guide, or companion. t is a word rich In méaning and
a powerful term for Jesus’ followers who are grieving and needing direction, When we
experience loss and transitions, feel alone, and are not stiré ¢f the future or how to understand
the present, the Advocate, the “Spirit of truth”, speaks the same message Jesus taught his
followers and is here for us. Pentecost is a time to remember that Jesus remains with us as
Savior through the work of the Holy Spirit. We are lifted up and sefnt on our way to do the work
of Jesus in the world. We are not alone; we never have been and we never will be. Our loving
God does not wart to leave us feeling grief. We are empowered as the hands, feet, and voice
of Jesus in the world. '
