{Acts 10:1-2). What would it have been like for Peter to receive food and lodging in the home
of a Roman and a Gentile? It was most likely a dramaﬁc change for Peter. It is one thing to be
the host and Invite someone to receive the hospitality, food, family and faith traditions of your
own culture. It is quite another to be open to the cultural life of someone else. } can easily be
disorienting. Will you like the food? Will you know or make adjustments to the appropriate
manners expectad? Will you pick up the right utensil? Will you embarrass your host or
yourself? Being a guest is not easy and requires attentiveness, acceptance, and grace. Thatis
what the church is asked to do, to be vulnerable and riot in control. That is what Jesus and the
Holy Spirit expect of us, too.
