DEVOTIONS &

Read: Mark 10:33-45,

Jesus gives a-clear prediction of his suffering, death, and resurrection. James and John totally
miss the point of Jesus’ description of humiliation, suffering, and death to ask for their own
place of glory. The contrast could not be more glaring. The desire for power and recognition
that the two disciples ask for is understandable. However, in contrast to a lust for power and
personal glory, Jesus presents a view of glory thai is ail about serving others in love, even to
the point of death. Jesus’ spirituality, that is, his way of life with God in prayer and action is all
about service. His spitituality centers on caring for others, Praying for greatness—as James and
John asked of Jesus—is a misguided spirituality that needs to put the cross of Christ at the
center. When that happens, greatness no longer looks like power and prestrge but loving acts
that serve cthers in the name of God,

Discuss: When you think of a life lived close 1o the heart of Jesus, do youcons:der suffering and
service to others?

Pray: God of power and might, heip us to see as Jesus seas that we may live lives filled with
acts of loving service for the sake of our crucified Christ. Amen.
