Discuss in ybur home, small group, or use for personal reflections:
* Think or talk about a time when someone unexpectedly did something kind for you.

* How can assistance from someone you didn’t expect help from be seen as the work of
God and give you peace?

Read: Mark 9:38-50.

What Jesus says in this reading is difficult to understand and seems very harsh. Jesus knows his
life will not be easy and that following him will not be easy either. A Caring Conversation
guestion once asked, “When have you felt judged for your faith?” One person’s answer was,
“from fellow Christians!” That responder noted that it was also easy for-him to look down on
other Christians who are not like himself. We tend to want other believers to fall into our own
patterns and ways of being a Christian. Jesus clearly rejects this attitude for his disciplés. If
others are doing good deeds in Jesus’ name but are not a member of your congregation or
denomination, leave them atone! Otherwise, we may be causing someone to unnecessarily trip
and fall, and they can be seriously hurt in the process. In the strongest terms possible, Jesus
cautions us not to be the cause of others to stumble and fall. That is not the way of a follower
of Jesus. lesus wants us to “be ot peace with one another” (v. 50}.

Discuss: In what ways can you communicate a message of peace with others?

Pray: God of steadfast love, help us to support the faith and efforts of Christians who do acts
of love and mercy that may be different from our own, for the sake of Jesus Christ. Amen.
